1. Quick Start Program

a. 6 Home Shows within 45 days of Training Show = $200 retail jewelry certificate
b. 9 Home Shows within 45 days of Training Show = $300 retail jewelry certificate
2. Crown Jewel Program (achieve these in order, one at a time)
a. Amethyst - $3,000 CV in 30 consecutive day period = $200 retail jewelry certificate

b. Sapphire - $6,000 CV in 60 consecutive day period = $400 retail jewelry certificate
c. Ruby - $9,000 CV in 90 consecutive day period = $600 retail jewelry certificate
d. Emerald - $12,000 CV in 120 consecutive day period = $800 retail jewelry certificate
3. Designer Program

a. Builder – Have 4 first level jewelers and submit at least 24 personal home shows/training shows in a previous 12 months = $300 retail jewelry certificate
b. Designer – Have 7 first level jewelers and submit 36 personal home shows/training shows in a previous 12 months = $500 retail jewelry certificate
4. Home Show Club 
a. 25 Home Shows in any 120 consecutive days = home show club pin
b. 100 Home Shows (no time period) after 25 Home Show Club has been achieved = 

$250 retail jewelry certificate

5. Designer’s Circle

a. Sponsor 7 first level jewelers in a year (July – June) = $500 retail jewelry certificate
6. Century Club

a. Submit 100 Home Shows in a year (January - December) = $500 retail jewelry certificate.
Premier typically tracks these for you, but it is good to know where you are in case you are very close to achieving the program – you can do whatever it takes to get there. For the Designer Program, you need to complete a short orientation with your upline before you earn the jewelry certificate.

SPONSORING BALANCE





No one ever arrives at the place where they do not need to continue to personally sponsor new first level jewelers.  It is still occupies my thoughts every single day.  





You can’t say I have enough first levels and so I’m just going to focus on helping my downline sponsor.  That is a noble thought, but unfortunately it doesn’t work that way.  You must always continue to sponsor first levels AND help your people to sponsor.





Why?  Because strength and stability  doesn’t just come from the number of first levels you have.  I once had someone with 37 first levels , but only three second levels, and one third level.    They were good at sponsoring, but true strength and stability only comes from the number of downline legs that are growing and going deep.  Elizabeth Draper says, “The more legs you have the more shoes you can afford.”





The hard facts are that only about one out of ten people you sponsor will actually build a substantial downline, and it may be closer to one out of fifteen.  Therefore in order to keep fresh, new, active growth going you have to sponsor a lot of people in order to find those few SPECIAL people who will grow a deep new leg of your downline.





And when you do find people who will share the business with others, you do not need to just simply send them out there to do it, you need to personally go with them and mentor them.

Do not ever get an attitude and say that you are not going to take care of someone who is not your responsibility.  





You got into this business to make money, didn’t you?  If you nursemaid everyone in your 10-10-10 you will become overwhelmed quickly, but if you ignore leadership in your second and third levels you will never know the depth and potential and yes, money, that you will miss out on. 





I never ignore my first levels regardless of how inactive they are.  I signed a contract that I would take care of the people I personally  sponsor.  Hey, I’ve got to take care of my own children whether I like them or not.  But let me tell you that a second level or even a third level who is building, growing, working and eager to learn will always get more of my attention than a natural born child who is just sitting, soaking and souring.
