ABOUT PREMIER:

Premier Jewelry is a High Fashion Jewelry Company that was founded in 1985 and was created as a way to support ministries here and around the globe, as well as provide a home-based business opportunity established on biblical principles, such as integrity and unselfish service. Through the non-traditional approach of putting people first — before profits — Premier Designs has grown into a more than 350-million-dollar — debt-free — corporation with Independent Distributors (we call them Jewelers) in the U.S. and Puerto Rico. As a company Premier started the Horner-Premier Foundation to support projects and ministries in America and around the world, including: funding the fight against breast cancer and supporting our troops abroad and at home with jewelry pieces dedicated to each cause. 
HOW IT WORKS:
One week prior to the start of the fundraiser the Coordinator and the Jeweler will meet with the participants to discuss how the program will work and what is expected.  The coordinator will hold an introductory preview party for all participants, participant’s family members, neighbors, etc. to view the products to kick off the fundraising.   This step is optional but is encouraged because it increases your sales. 
Each participant will be given a catalog to distribute for sales.  Each participant will be responsible for collecting payment at the time of order and making sure the order form and payment totals match prior to submitting the order.  The organization will determine the types of payment accepted. Options are cash, check and credit cards (Visa, MasterCard, AMEX and Discover). 

The “Organization” will earn 30% of the retail price of the jewelry, before tax and shipping.  The “organization” will receive a check payment after all customer checks and credit cards have been processed and cleared.  In addition to receiving the 30% cash payment, the coordinator will also receive a minimum of 20% of the total retail amount in free jewelry, (optional 30% with the You and 2 Program).  For example, if your group sales $5000 in jewelry you will receive $1500 in a cash payment and $1000 in free jewelry (the selection is up to you).  The organization can take the jewelry and run a drawing; you can use it for a future silent auction, use it for incentives for the team members to collect a certain number of orders or use it for gifts for team members or employees or anything else you deem appropriate.

Roles and Responsibilities:

Organization:

1. Solicit outside orders (ensure that checks are made payable to “Sarah Scott Phillips” and that each order includes customer name AND team member name)

2. Attend the Premier Designs Private Showing (if selected)
3. Deliver jewelry to their own customers once orders arrive

Coordinator:

1. Deliver catalogs and blank order forms to team members

2. Provide final complete guest invitation listing to Sarah Phillips (for Home Show)

3. Coordinate location and logistics for the private showing (if selected)
4. Accept RSVPs for private showing (if selected)
5. Coordinate refreshments for private showing (if selected)
6. Divide customer orders by student

7. Coordinate delivery of jewelry by team members to customers

Premier Designs Jeweler:

1. Provide catalogs and order forms to coordinator.

2. Send invitations for Fundraising Event – Private Showing using guest list provided by Coordinator

3. Conduct Premier Designs Private Showing (if selected)
4. Place order for jewelry, entering orders by specific customer names.  Jewelry will arrive to the coordinator separated by customer only.
