SHOW OUTLINE

I would like to go through each component of my show with you as simply and clearly as possible.  I know that the jewelry presentation is what you would like to hear, however, there are some other segments of my show that you may find helpful as well. 

Before I start I would like to let you all know that I use Mandy.  She wears a black dress and I never change her.  I show a lot of jewelry relatively quickly and I find it easer to do this on Mandy than on a live model.  My uniform for the summer has been a gray dress worn with Arabella and framed with Opuelence.  I also wear the Retro cuff with the All for One ring.  In winter, I will change to either a black s/s wrap dress or black slacks with a white shirt—same jewelry.  I find it easier to know what I am wearing all the time than struggling with it the afternoon of the show. I never wear anything I am going to present that night.

Also, I do not like to play any games at my show.  I like to keep my show about 30-35 minutes long.  Sometimes this changes if I have a rowdy crowd or a group who asks a lot of questions—but my overall thought is guests want to shop for jewelry and mingle with their friends.

Of here is my format:

· Basic introduction and I thank hostess

· Then I do an icebreaker.   I typically use “Pass the Gift” which can be found on the Drapers website.  I read out sentences and the guests pass the gift to the appropriate person.  For example, pass it to someone of eyes of brown.  I provide the gift which is always a small jewel box from Pier One imports—3 for $10.  If I know that many guests at a show have been to my show before, I will use the left/right icebreaker, the gift will be a jewelry sack and a jewelry cloth and I might play the Purse Game depending on the crowd.
· After the icebreaker, I tell the guests a little about Premier and how our company is all about service—not only to jewelers and hostesses but to the guests as well—this is where I discuss the Golden Guarantee.
· I then briefly touch upon the fact that we are a high fashion jewelry ( not 14 carat or sterling or real diamonds) company and that the guests need to care for their jewelry so it will last for many years to come.  I usually ask what they do with their jewelry when the go to sleep—and then I discuss the 4 s’s—no sleeping, so sweating, so swimming and no spraying.  I do mention that some of your pieces are sterling silver and they are indicated in the catalog.  I also mention that jewelry should be the last thing you put on before you leave the house and the first thing you take off when you get home.
· Present jewelry:

I start by asking the guests to look in their lapboards for my list of 6 must have pieces of jewelry.  They are:  classic watch, cuff bracelet, pearls, chain link necklace, diamond earrings, and hoop earrings.  I give examples under each of these categories of what Premier has to offer and let the guests know that they are welcome to take the sheet home with them.  I try to refer to this sheet as much as possible throughout the presentation.  Also, the whole idea of my show is to explain to guests how they can start off simple with their jewelry and add on pieces for a much bolder look.
I start my presentation by asking a volunteer to come up and hold some jewelry for me.  I have them hold Eugenia, Elemental and Sophia—fabulous examples of linked necklaces that will never go out of style and Lady Fair—a beautiful piece that will dress up even the most casual necklace.

I then start with Eugenia—I show them how beautiful and classy it looks worn all by itself and long.  I then explain that you cannot double this necklace but can use our awesome clip-it to double it up and wear closer to your neck.

I do exactly the same thing with Sophia.

I then show Elemental and explain that you can wear this necklace long but beware if you are shorter as you could easily choke yourself on an armrest or do some major damage while using the bathroom. I do share that this can be doubled and is a wonderful alternative to the usual gold and silver.

Then I show Lady fair—I explain to the ladies that all of theses ideas  I am about to give them  are suggestions, not rules, however, if you are under 5”11 you CANNOT wear Lady Fair in one single strand.  It is too dangerous—remembers armrest and bathroom—not to mention getting caught around your knees.  I also tell them that if I see them wearing Lady Fair in this fashion I will stop and chat with them.  I then go on to demonstrate Lady Fair—doubled, tripled, clipped at the neck and worn wrapped several times around your wrist as a bracelet.  I then go back to the doubled look and add Eugenia for a layered look.

Silver Box—

I show 5 ensembles all that can be layered with Eugenia.  
1) Lauren bracelet and necklace with the Summit pendant.  I show the necklace and bracelet separately, then I add on Summit; Then I show the necklace and bracelet attached in the “Y” look (no turtlenecks—NO—looks like you are being choked), bring the bracelet up to give the necklace a double-chain look and I add on the Summit pendant to the bottom part of the necklace.  I then de-tach everything, add the bracelet on to extend the length of the necklace, add the Summit pendant and layer with Eugenia and the lady fair separately and then together.  Mention silver cuff and refer to list.

2) Bellisimo necklace and bracelet alone.  I layer an 18” set of pearls with bellisimo and mention this is a great way to get use out of you strand of pearls that you may never wear.  I then extend the necklace by adding the bracelet, and layer with Eugenia, Lady Fair and the both.  Show the cuff again.

3) Patina alone with bracelet. This is my go-to set.  I wear this out to run all my errands and it stays on my desk without the tags so it is readily available.  I tell guest that this necklace is light-weight, and held together by 10 silky strands.  The disk looks like it has been pounded by a hammer and this is how it is supposed to look.  It is not shiny—it is matte and is supposed to look flat.  I show them that they can mix shiny with flat by adding the flirty bracelets.  TO dress this up I frame it with Eugenia and add the matte silver companion’s small hoops.

4) Coastal alone and then layers with Lady Fair.  Mention that the bracelet is very large and can be worn as an anklet.  Mention the electric is a wonderful compliment to this necklace.  Layer with Lady Fair for dressier look.
5) Night Life alone.  I remove the pendant and put it on Eugenia—long and clipped up.  When it is long I add on Lady Fair as well.

I mention here that with these ensembles, you can add a cuff like metallic or Caldwell or a pair of hoops like companions or Night life.

Gold Box:
1) Show Mary alone with bracelet. Add Pizzazz and Sophia.

2) Avant Garde—show alone adjusted to short or long.  Layer with Sophia.

3) Hope de Doo alone with bracelet.  This is a more substantial Mary-looking necklace without the weight.  Show how necklace can be extended with bracelet and then layered with Sophia.

4) Sienna I show doubled, tripled, clipped and layered with Sophia, I remind them that this is 60 inch necklace and cannot be worn in a single strand.  Remember, I will chat with you!  Show Evelyn bracelet.  I also tell them to put Sienna against my color swatch—it coordinates with every color

Again, I mention that when wearing these ensembles every part of the body does not need to be adorned.  I might show Hoopla, metallic cuff and Noveau as well as companions as nice compliments to these pieces.

Copper Box:
1) Embers alone, layered with Newberry, Elemental and with both.  I mention here to wear the Unique cuff (not flexible) or the Three Amigas and the excitement ring.

2) Tuscany necklace and earrings.  Mention that the necklace is supposed to be burnished and blackish and looks really nice against colors you would not expect, especially pink. Tell them to look at fabric swatch.  Tuscany earrings are the best match to the necklace, mate gold companions are second.  Have Tuscany bracelet in box.

3) Rio alone and how beautiful the cascading strands of the necklace look.  Layer it with Eugenia and show a silver cuff, layer it with Sophia and show a gold cuff and layer it with Elemental and then double it.

4) Versatility alone and then layer with Eugenia Sophia and Elemental and the same bracelets as Rio.  I take pendant off and put it in Eugenia long and layer with Lady Fair and then show Eugenia clipped with the pendant.

Colorful Box:
For this box, I generally show the earrings and matching bracelets if they have them and if I can remember.
1) Tessa and earrings (these matching earrings look best with Tessa)—dainty with vibrant colors on a silver necklace.  Frame with Venetian

2) Remove Tessa and show Venetian alone with bracelet and earrings.  Wrap necklace twice as you cannot double it.  I do not like these earrings so I suggest small companions in silver.  Layer with Eugenia.
3) Show Secret Garden Set and then layer with Sophia.

4) Mi it Up—doubled and layered with Eugenia and clipped and tripled.  Can be worn with small hoops or black leather causal hoops—has matching earrings but the do not stand out enough.  Great piece as it can be worn with both brown and black.  A bit heavier than other necklaces but a fabulous look for fall.

I do also hold up Pacific and mention how versatile it is.  I do not demonstrate this necklace as I always drop the pendants and feel like I have 4 two left hands when I am trying to get it apart.  I do put it on Mandy and show how it can be layered with Eugenia and Sophia and let the guests know that I will demonstrate this at the table after we are done.

Booking Activity:  

I have my hostess come up and I explain the service that Premier gives to them—free jewelry!  Gold boxes, hostess benefits and ½ price items.
Jewelry sack
Sponsoring Activity:

Before we shop, can everyone please take out my business card from your boards?  I want to tell you a little about my business.  I am my own boss!  I make my own schedule!  I have no quotas, no inventory, except what see you on my table tonight) and no territory.  I make half of every home show in profit—Premiers service to their jewelers.   If you or if you know anyone who may be interested or need this business, please contact me and I would be happy to go over our marketing plan in ore detail.
I sometimes also use the coupon--$50 to anyone who calls me to learn more about the business.  I have not had tremendous success with this but keep trying it.

Shipping and Shopping
I have been using this format since July 1st as 90 % of my original presentation was retired.  Patina is my best selling necklace—I have sold 28 since July 1st and 17 in the last month.  This is almost triple the amount of my second best selling necklace which is Embers.

I most likely will switch out a few things for the fall.  I do not consider Patina or Coastal fall necklaces but will show them until the end of September and see what happens.

At almost every show, at least two guests come up to me and tell me that they have no idea how to wear their jewelry.  THAT IS OUR JOB LADIES—to show them how!  I let them know that they can use the tips I gave them tonight and to be adventurous!  As long as they feel good with what they have on, their confidence will show!

I am honest with all of my guests regardless if it will lower my sales and profit.  If I do not like a certain piece or they ask me my opinion I tell them the truth.  Round and Round, Austin and Marina are not my favorites and if I see a guest trying them on I will tell them how I feel—gently of course!  I feel that I have gained their confidence throughout my presentation and that they would appreciate my honesty.

Lastly, I think it is our job to look like the jewelry lady!  People turn to me for advice all the time because I wear wild combinations and they know that I will be honest with them.  I understand that all of you do like to wear bolder ensembles, however, if you wear one simple necklace to your show, you will look like one of the guests.  Think outside of the box and at least be brave and try to put on two.  Challenge yourselves!
